Having your hair
in @ bun is a part of ballet class etiquette.
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KIM It's easier than it looks and can be done quite quickly.

ALL classical classes require a bun.

BASIC BUN INSTRUCTIONS

Start with a Pony Tail
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. . .then coil the twist around the
4 elastic band pinning as you go.
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Tuck the end under the
outside coil and pin.
Cover with hair net

The pins will work best if they
catch both the underside of
the bun and the hair closest
to the head.

With very long or very thick
hair, split the pony tail in half,
make a bun with one half and
then twist the other half
around the outside of the
bun, keep it flat to the head.

Use hair pins like these...
